Another season is quickly approaching.  At our AGM last April it was decided by the membership that 

we should be having our tryouts and evaluations earlier (in September) in order to have our teams 

picked sooner so that our teams have time to get entered into tournaments.  In order to facilitate this 

Saskatoon Ringette has to purchase more ice at Latrace.  This cost will be passed on to the players that 

use the ice as has been done in the past.  For example, the girls that want to try out for the Tween AA 

team have had to pay a tryout fee of $35.00, now all the Tweens will pay the tryout fee and the girls 

that wish to play Tween B will be on the ice in September for evaluations so that these teams can be 

picked by the end of September.  The fees for 2009 – 2010 reflect your registration fee, which includes 

a cash calendar for each player that registers.  The City of Saskatoon ice rental has increased to $213.00 

per hour. Unfortunately, all of these expenses must be covered by the membership until more 

association sponsorship is found. 
 

In order to help with the shortage of goaltenders playing Ringette in Saskatoon, it has been decided that 

registered full-time goaltenders, in the Petite division or higher, will pay a reduced registration of 

$350.00 for the season.  In doing this, the practice of paying the $50.00 insurance fee and then paying a 

per game usage will not be allowed any longer. 
 

Please contact the division commissioner if you’re interested in coaching or assisting with a team.  

Having all coaches in place prior to skill assessment of players is an asset to starting the year off right.  

Applications for B level coaches will be accepted right up until the drafting of the teams.

         CHILDRENõS FITNESS TAX 
CREDIT  

 

The Government of Canada is allowing a non-refundable tax credit on 

eligible amounts of up to $500.00, paid by parents, to register a child (under 

the age of 16) in an eligible physical activity program, this includes Ringette.
