GHILDREN;S ELINESS TAX GREDIT

The WILD arein the midst of their 3
season in the NRL. One of the highlights
of their season was going to Fort
McMurray in late January at the request
of the Fort McMurray Ringette
Association to play regular season games
against the Edmonton Edge. The WILD
conducted aringette camp all day on the
Saturday and in the evening played
against Edmonton in front of over 600
fans who came out to support the teams.
