Bernadette’s devotion to the game of Ringette and her love and support for all the 
girls she was involved with has moved both her family and her many friends 
within the Ringette community to honour her by initiating two bursary awards that 
shall carry Bernadette’s name. 
 
The Price family along with an appointed committee, working along with 
Saskatoon Ringette shall award these bursaries each year in her memory. These 
awards will be funded through special fundraisers each year in her honour. The 
continued support of these funds further recognizes the devotion the Price family 
has to the game of Ringette and the respect they and all of the Ringette community 
had for Bernadette Price. 
 
The family, Ed, Grant, David & Kristen and the Hepp family, along with 
Bernadette’s many friends believe that Bernadette’s endless hours devoted to the 
game shall be passed on in her memory to many young athletes through this fund. 
Bernadette will continue to touch the lives of many more young ladies and in doing 
so may help mould their future.

PURPOSE & ELIGIBILITY  OF THE  
BERNADETTE PRICE BURSARY AWARDS 

 
 

To provide two annual  bursaries of $500 each for ringette players who have 
demonstrated a strong commitment to the sport of ringette in Saskatoon.  
 
One bursary will be for a player registered in a full time recognized post-secondary 
education institute for the academic year. 
 
The second bursary will be for a player who is NOT a full time student (a member 
of the workforce (part-time or full-time) 
 
Applicants must have been registered in Saskatoon during the prior season.  
 
Applicants  must be registered players of Saskatoon Ringette Association for the 
current playing season.  Players must be registered in the Belle Division (third year 
player) or Open Division competing at either the AA or A Level.

SELECTION PROCESS 
 
 

Applications received in the Saskatoon Ringette Office will be reviewed by a 
Selection committee appointed by the Saskatoon Ringette Board which will 
include representatives from the Price/Hepp family. 
 
Members are only eligible to receive this scholarship once. 
 
Decisions made by the Selection Committee will be final.  Presentation of the 
Bursary Awards will be made at the Bernadette Price Tournament in November.
